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This week, Year 4 has been learning about the digestive system in science. Students explored how food moves through the body, starting with the teeth, and learned important terms such as oesophagus, stomach, small intestine, large intestine, and rectum. In PSHE, as part of Anti-Bullying Week, they discussed different forms of bullying and how to report it effectively.

This week, Year 5 engaged in deep discussions during their R.E. lesson with visitors from St. Martin's Church, exploring themes of Christianity, Jesus, and the shared values found in various cultures and religions. In PSHE, they participated in Anti-Bullying Week, focusing on the concepts of 'Upstanders' and 'Bystanders,' while linking these ideas to their E-Safety knowledge to identify and report instances of bullying, including those occurring on social media.

On Tuesday, Year 6 boys and girls, who regularly attend football practice, took part in our annual Remembrance Day football match against the adults. They showcased remarkable teamwork, respect, determination, and enjoyment in front of the entire school community. I hope it is a memory they take with them long after they leave Finham Primary School. Year 6 also explored the intriguing concept of shadows in science. Pupils investigated how shadow sizes change by observing the effect of an object's distance from a light source. They then wrote up their experiments using their understanding of predictions, fair testing, and variables.
